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1 Menu Bar

1.1 File Menu
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1.1.1 New

This begins a new Meeting.

1.1.2 Open

This opens a previously recorded Meeting.

1.1.3 Save

This Saves the current Meeting. The meeting must be stopped prior to saving.

1.1.4 Print

Prints the Meeting.

1.1.5 [Most Recent Files]

Lists the 5 most recently used Meetings.

1.1.6 Exit
Exits the NoteWorthy Application.

1.2 Edit Menu
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1.2.1 Undo
Undo the last Ink event.

1.2.2 Redo
Redo the last Undo.

1.2.3 Select All
Select all the Ink events.

1.2.4 Lasso Tool

Choose the Lasso tool.

1.2.5 Cut

Cut the selected Ink.

1.2.6 Copy

Copy the selected Ink.

1.2.7 Paste

Paste from the Clip Board.

1.2.8 Pen Tool
Choose the Pen tool.

1.2.9 Highlighter Tool

Choose the Hightlighter tool.

1.2.10 Eraser Tool

Choose the Eraser tool.

1.2.11 Ink to Text Tool

Convert the selected Ink to Text.

1.2.12 Find Tool

Find text in the meeting.

2 Meeting Transport
2.1 Meeting Transport Controls
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2.1.1 Play Button
The Play button will start playback of a previously recorded meeting from the current cursor position.

2.1.2 Record Button

The Record button will start recording of a meeting from the current meeting position. The first time this is pressed it will automatically engage audio recording as well.
2.1.3 Stop Button

The Stop button will stop recording of a meeting. When activated a dialog will activate prompting whether to end the meeting or pause it temporarily.
2.1.4 To Beginning Button

This will jump the position pointer to the beginning of the meeting and halt. It will not begin playback or record automatically.
2.1.5 To End Button

This will jump the position pointer to the end of the meeting and halt. 

2.1.6 Rewind Button

This will rewind the position pointer towards the beginning of the meeting. Holding it down will continue to rewind. A single click will move in 10 second increments.

2.1.7 Fast Forward Button

This will fast forward the position pointer towards the end of the meeting. Holding it down will continue to fast forward. A single click will move in 10 second increments.

2.1.8 Shrink/Expand Meeting Transport Button

This will toggle between hiding or showing the meeting transport control panel.

2.2 Position Bar
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2.2.1 Position Pointer
The position pointer visually indicates the current meeting position. It is only visible during playback. Moving the pointer upwards positions the meeting towards its beginning, while moving it downwards positions towards the end. For the exact position, refer to the “Current Time” in the upper right corner, next to the meeting name.
2.2.2 Audio Track Bar

Each red bar indicates previously recorded audio for this meeting. The length of the bar is a visual representation of how much audio is stored.
2.2.3 Document Track Bar

Each yellow bar indicates documents that are associated with this meeting. These bars have no length and are all equal size. 
2.2.4 Ink Track Bar

Each green bar indicates previously recorded ink for this meeting. The length of the bar is a visual representation of how much ink is stored.
2.2.5 Speech to Text bubbles Balloons

The yellow balloons are text conversions of previously recorded audio tracks. They appear in 10 minute intervals and are automatically created and time stamped by NoteWorthy. These balloons can be disabled in the options menu.
3 Audio Transport
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3.1 Record Button

The Record button will start recording the audio portion of a meeting from the current cursor position.

3.2 Stop Button

The Stop button will stop recording the audio portion of a meeting.

3.3 Mute Button

The Mute button toggle will silence all audio during playback. The audio is still playing, but will not be heard through the speakers. This is useful for temporarily turning off sound without affecting your normal volume setting level.

3.4 Volume Slider

The volume slider will increase or decrease the volume of the audio track during playback. Moving to the left makes the audio quieter and conversely moving to the right makes the volume louder.

4.1 Meeting Name

The current meeting file name is located at the very top of the window.

4.2 Total Time

This indicates the total running time of the meeting in hours, minutes, and seconds (HH:MM:SS format).
4.3 Current Time

This indicates the current position time of the meeting in hours, minutes, and seconds (HH:MM:SS format).

Tapping or Clicking on this text will float a dialog box prompting for the time to jump to.

4.4 Minimize Icon

This icon will minimize the NoteWorthy application to the task bar.

4.5 Close Icon

This icon will exit the NoteWorthy application, immediately ending the meeting and prompting to save any work.

4.6 Events
Located in the lower left portion of the status bar, this indicates how many Ink events and how many Documents are currently recorded in this meeting.
4.7 Free Space

Located in the lower right portion of the status bar, this indicates how much total useable space is available for audio recording. The value is displayed in Gigabytes as well as hours, minutes and seconds.

4.8 Resize Icon

This icon will resize the NoteWorthy window.

5 Document Pane
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5.1 Document Pane Title Bar

The Document Pane is a dockable pane that can be pulled out of the NoteWorthy application and placed on the desktop. It can also be pulled down and positioned below the Ink Pane. The Pane snaps to available locations. Use the Close Icon to shut down the pane completely.
5.2 Document Pane Controls 

5.2.1 Address

This is the current path to the document displayed. This can be a file path or URL.

5.2.2 Go Button

Loads a document into the pane as indicated by the “Address” field.

5.2.3 Browse

Opens a dialog to browse for a document to be loaded.

6 Ink Pane
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6.1 Ink Controls 

6.1.1 New

Creates a new Ink note.

6.1.2 Open

Opens a saved Ink note.

6.1.3 Save

Saves the current Ink note.

6.1.4 Select Tool
Chooses the selection tool.

6.1.5 Magnify

Magnifies the area under the stylus.

6.1.6 Cut

Cuts the currently selected Ink from the page, but still preserves it in the clip board for pasting elsewhere.

6.1.7 Copy

Copies the currently selected Ink and preserves it in the clip board for pasting elsewhere.

6.1.8 Paste

Pastes the clip board contents to the currently selected location.

6.1.9 Undo

Undo the last operation. There is only one level of Undo.
6.1.10 Redo
Redo the last Undo operation. There is only one level of Redo.

6.1.11 Page Select Box

6.1.12 Pen

Chooses which Pen to use.

6.1.13 Highlighter

Chooses the Highlighter function.

6.1.14 Eraser

Chooses the Eraser.

6.1.15 Lasso

Chooses the Lasso tool for the arbitrary selection of Ink to cut or copy.

6.1.16 Ink to Text
Converts Ink into text.

6.1.17 Flag

Creates a new flag.

6.2 Ink Paper 

This is the writing and drawing surface. It looks like a standard piece of college ruled paper, and functions very similar. 
7 Definitions

7.1 Clip Board

A standard holding area for all cut and copied selections. This clip board is available to almost all Windows applications and can be shared amongst them for all cut, copy and paste activities.

7.2 Documents

Documents are references to external files or URLs. They are not stored with the meeting. When a meeting is transferred to another user, the actual files will not be.
7.3 Ink
